A.     EXPLANATORY NOTES PURSUANT TO THE FINANCIAL REPORTING STANDARD 134 (FRS 134): INTERIM FINANCIAL REPORTING

A1.   Basis of preparation

The interim financial report is unaudited and has been prepared in compliance with Financial Reporting Standard (“FRS”) 134, Interim Financial Reporting and paragraph 9.22 of the Listing Requirements of Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad.
The interim financial report should be read in conjunction with the audited pro-forma consolidated financial information and the accountants report for the financial year ended 31 December 2007 as disclosed in the Prospectus of Ewein Berhad (“Ewein” or “the Company”) dated 10 March 2008 and the accompanying explanatory notes attached to the interim financial report.
The preparation of an interim financial report in conformity with FRS 134: Interim Financial Report requires management and the Directors to make judgments, estimates and assumptions that affect the application of policies and reported amounts of assets and liabilities and income and expenses on year to date basis. Actual results may differ from these estimates.

The interim financial report contains condensed consolidated financial statements and selected explanatory notes. The notes included explanation of events and transactions that are significant to an understanding of the changes in the financial position and performance of Ewein and its subsidiaries (“Ewein Group”). The interim consolidated financial report and notes thereon do not include all the information required for a full set of financial statements prepared in accordance with FRSs.

The adoption of the other new/revised FRSs does not result in a significant financial impact on the financial statements of Ewein Group other than as disclosed below:

FRS 3: Business Combinations
FRS 3 requires the goodwill to be carried at cost less accumulated impairment losses and to be tested for impairment annually or more frequently if events or changes in circumstances indicate that it might be impaired. Any impairment is recognized in the income statement and subsequent reversal is not allowed. Under FRS 3, any excess of the Group’s interest in net fair value of the acquiree’s identifiable assets, liabilities and contingent liabilities over cost of acquisition is recognized immediately as income.

Upon the completion of the acquisition of MBM Industries Sdn. Bhd. (“MBMI”) as mentioned in Note 12, Ewein became the legal parent company of MBMI. Due to the relative values of MBMI, the former shareholders of MBMI become the majority shareholders of Ewein. Accordingly, the substance of the business combination is that MBMI acquired Ewein through a reverse acquisition. Under FRS 3, the reverse acquisition was assumed to have been prepared in the name of the legal parent, i.e. Ewein, but it represents a combination of the balance sheet of the legal subsidiary, MBMI, which is deemed to be the acquirer.

In accordance with the FRS 3, the amount recognized as issued equity instruments in the consolidated financial statements is determined by adding to the issued equity of the legal subsidiary immediately before the business combination to the cost of the combination determined. However, the equity structure appearing in the condensed consolidated financial statements reflects the issued equity instrument of Ewein, including the equity instruments issued by Ewein to effect the combination.

FRS 117: Leases
With the adoption of FRS 117, the leasehold interest in the land held for own use is accounted for as being held under an operating lease. Such leasehold land will no longer be revalued.

Prior to 1 January 2008, leasehold land was classified as property, plant and equipment and was stated at cost less accumulated depreciation. Such prepaid lease payment will now be amortized over the remaining lease term of the land.

The reclassification of leasehold land as prepaid lease payments has been accounted for prospectively. 

A3.  Auditors’ report on preceding annual financial statements
The auditors report on the preceding audited financial statements of the Company and its subsidiaries for the financial year ended 31 December 2007 was not subject to any qualification.
A4.  Seasonality or cyclical factors

The business of Ewein Group is subject to seasonal or cyclical factors during the period under review. Ewein Group’s historical sales showed that demand would normally peak during the third and fourth quarters of every  year.
A5. Exceptional and extraordinary items
There were no items affecting 
assets, liabilities, equity, net income or cash flows that are exceptional or extraordinary due to their nature, size or incidence affecting the interim financial report.
A6.  Changes in estimates
There were no changes in estimates that had a material effect in the current period and year to date results.
A7. Debt and equity securities

There have been no issuances, cancellations, repurchases, resale and repayments of debts and equity securities during the current quarter and period to date save for the issuance of new ordinary shares on 11 January 2008 for the acquisition of MBMI and Kelpen Resources Sdn. Bhd. (“KRSB”) as disclosed in Note A12 in this interim financial report.

There were no material post balance sheet events subsequent to the end of the current interim period.
A12.  Changes in Group’s composition

In conjunction with, and as an integral part of the listing of and quotation of the entire enlarged issued and paid-up share capital of Ewein on the Second Board of Bursa Securities, Ewein undertook the following restructuring exercises: -

i) Acquisition of MBMI
Ewein acquired the entire issued and paid-up share capital of MBMI comprising of 18,000,000 ordinary shares of RM1.00 each for a purchase consideration of RM49,482,493 satisfied by the issuance of 98,964,986 new ordinary shares of RM0.50 each; and
ii) Acquisition of KRSB

Ewein acquired the remaining 46% of the issued and paid-up share capital of KRSB not already owned by MBMI comprising of 920,000 ordinary shares of RM1.00 each for a total purchase of RM3,248,806 fully satisfied by the issuance of 6,497,612 new Ewein shares at par.
The Acquisitions were completed on 15 January 2008.

iii) Internal Reorganisation

In conjunction with the Acquisitions as discussed above, Ewein undertook an Internal Reorganisation exercise and acquired MBMI’s entire equity interest in Tekun Asas Sdn Bhd (“TASB”) and Precision Press Industries Sdn Bhd (“PPISB”) and its 54% equity interest in KRSB for a cash consideration of RM50,723,659 which was accounted for as an amount owing by Ewein to MBMI. Pursuant to the Acquisitions and Internal Reorganisation, MBMI, TASB, PPISB and KRSB became direct and wholly-owned subsidiaries of Ewein.

B1.   Review of performance
For the cumulative current quarter ended 30 June 2008, Ewein Group reported a revenue of RM51.03 million and a profit after taxation of RM4.81 million.

Revenue and profit after tax for the current quarter ended 30 June 2008 amounted to RM28.67 million and RM2.58 million respectively. This represents a 28.2% and 16.1% improvement respectively over the immediate preceding quarter. The improvement in the performance for this quarter is attributable to higher customers demand.
